Ainori-kun is a service for Tokai Village residents, that provides share-ride service from your
home/designated location to a destination, at lower fares than commercial taxi service.
Service Details

-The service is available from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. (4:00 p.m. on Sat.) except Sun., public

holidays and New Year's holidays.



-Both the departure point and the destination must be within Tokai Village.

-The fare is 300 yen for one trip (one way), and 100 yen for disabled people, people certified
for Long-Term Care, preschool children and one caregiver/guardian.

After signing up in the app or LINE, you can make a reservation for a ride starting three days
before the day you wish to use the Ainori-kun service.
