Child Rearing Allowance and Special Child Rearing Allowance depends on a price sliding 

system (Revising allowance system by a fluctuation in prices) and established by a cabinet 

order. 

This time, allowance has been hiked 2.4 percent from Apr. 2015 because of the rate of the 

consumer price index in 2014. 

1) Child Rearing Allowance (monthly amount of one child) 

・ Person who are paid all of the amount: 42,000 yen from Apr. 2015 (41,020 yen 

Apr.2014-Mar.2015)  

・Person who are paid part of the amount: 41,990-9,910 yen from Apr. 2015 (41,010-9,680 yen 

Apr.2014-Mar.2015)  

2) Special Child Rearing Allowance (monthly amount of one child) 

・Person with a Grade 1 disability: 51,100 yen from Apr. 2015 (49,900 yen Apr.2014-Mar.2015)  



・Person with a Grade 2 disability : 34,030 yen from Apr. 2015 (33,230 yen Apr.2014-Mar.2015)
