Eligible people and Course: 

1) Junior high school students who live or study in Tokai; gender-segregated, 3 km 

2) Grades 4, 5 and 6 elementary school students who live or study in Tokai;  



Gender-segregated, 2 km 

3) Grades 1, 2 and 3 elementary school students who live or study in Tokai;  

Gender-segregated, 1.2 km 

4) Family (A child born between Apr. 2, 2011 and Apr. 1, 2013 accompanied by parent 

or grandparent). At least one entrant should live, study or work in Tokai; 1.2 km 

5) Ekiden Race; A team consisted of 5 runners who are high school students or over, 

and every member should live, study or work in Tokai; 2 km×5 sections 

Cost: 1) – 4); 500 yen per person, 5); 2,500 yen per team  

*including insurance, number tag and participation award. 

Others: There is no limit of applicants. You can run more than one category if you 

are the eligible. Categories 1), 2), 3) and 5) will be recorded and will be announced 

later. Category 4) is not a competitive race. All finishers will receive a certificate. 

Category 5) will accept substitute runners, but the participation awards will be only 

for the 5 members who were initially registered.
