2. Extension of Administrative Service Time 

Date: Every 1st and 3rd Thu.  

Time: 8:30 a.m.- 7:00 p.m. 

Services and Sections: 

Civil Registration Section; Resident registration, seal (hanko) registration, 

passport issuance, and publishing of other certifications and permissions, 

procedures of national health insurance and national pension plan and long life 

medical care for the elderly. 

Elderly Welfare Section; Application of long-term care insurance and support of the 

elderly. 

Tax Section; Issuance of certifications, (local) taxpayer assistance (needs 

reservation)  

Accounting Section; Payment of tax (except national tax, prefectural tax and 

national pension premiums) and royalties. 

Childcare Support Section; Procedures for day-care center, application of children 

allowance and child-rearing allowance. 

Waterworks Section; Procedures to supply public water, payment of water and 

sewage bills. 

 

 

3. Sending the 2018 Municipal/Prefectural Residence Tax (Individual) Notice 

Residence tax is calculated based on a person’s income in the previous year, and 

is levied on all residents including foreigner who have completed resident 

registration in Tokai Village as of January 1. 

The tax is calculated based on the amount of income earned from January through 

December of the previous year, so it is imposed even no income in this year. 

The tax notice will be mailed from Tue. 12 Jun.. Anyone who has not received the 

tax notice by Thu. 21 Jun., please inquire it at the Tax Section. 



Payment: If you want to use direct debit to pay tax, please bring the necessary 

documents and apply at the following place. 

-Application at financial institutions 

1) Bankbook or cash card 

2) Registered seal (hanko) 

3) The tax notice 

-Application at Tax Section (1F of Tokai Village Office)  

1) Cash card (need passcode inputting) 

2) Identity verification documents 

*If you want to pay the tax from the first term, apply at Tax Section by Thu. 21 

Jun.. The payment with credit card will not be accepted.

6. Reduction Day Care Fees of Private Kindergarten 

The household whose child is a private kindergarten pupil can get a reduction of the 

private kindergarten fee that is attending according to the amount of their municipal 

residence tax. 

Eligible people: 

Household who meets all conditions below 

1) A household who is a resident of Tokai village. 

2) The child is 3-5 years old (as of 2 Apr. 2018) or 3 years old on this year to be 

admitted into a kindergarten as a pupil. 

3) The amount of residence tax to be paid by the household in 2018 meets the 

standard amount.  

Notice: A household is not eligible whose child is enrolled a kindergarten which has 

been receiving a benefit from public expense by Parenting Support new System. 

Please check on the kindergarten. 

Subsidy: 62,200 yen - 308,000 yen a year per person 

*For more information, please check Tokai Village Official website. 

Others: Subsidies will be paid on March.  

Applications: Fill the application form from kindergartens and submit it to the 

kindergarten by Fri. 29 Jun.. A municipal Taxation certificate of your previous city 

should be submitted with the application form if you have moved to Tokai Village 

after 2 Jan. 2018.
